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Program Description _— The industrial maintenance technology program is designed to

provide the student with an understanding of the requirements and opportunities in
maintenance, good safety practices, pride in workmanship, as well as principles and
accepted practices of the maintenance trade. Students are trained to hold positions in
factories, hospitals, hotels, and other businesses where multi-skilled maintenance
personnel are needed. Included are courses in air conditioning, carpentry, electricity,
fluid power, robotics and automation technology, mine maintenance, machine tool,
metal fabrication, and welding.

Significant Points

» Most of these workers are employed in manufacturing , but a growing
number work for industrial equipment dealers and re pair shops.
» Machinery maintenance workers learn on the job, whi le industrial machinery

mechanics usually need some education after high sc hool plus experience
working on specific machines.

 Applicants with broad skills in machine repair and maintenance should have
favorable job prospects.

Industrial machinery mechanics and machinery mainte nance workers
maintain and repair different, and often very expen  sive, machines.
Machinery maintenance workers are responsible for ¢ leaning and lubricating
machinery, performing basic diagnostic tests, check ing performance, and
testing damaged machine parts to determine whether major repairs are
necessary. Industrial machinery mechanics are highl y skilled workers who
maintain and repair machinery in a plant or factory

Employment of industrial machinery mechanics and ma intenance workers
is expected to grow 7 percent from 2006 to 2016.

Median hourly wage-and-salary earnings of industria | machinery mechanics
were $19.74 in May 2006. The middle 50 percent earn ed between $15.87 and
$24.46. The lowest 10 percent earned less than $12. 84, and the highest 10
percent earned more than $29.85.
